a. Algebra I-II and Geometry I-II are required in grades 9 and 10 except for students who took high school-credited algebra
and/or geometry in middle school. For students who do not pass the mathematics portion of the High School WASL,
Intermediate Math Applications is required. The third credit in mathematics may be completed from any mathematics course or
other courses that are equivalency credited to mathematics upon successful completion of the math portion of the High School
WASL. Students who fail to pass the math portion of the High School WASL must be enrolled in a math course and continue
to take the math portion of the WASL. Please contact your high school counselor for more information.

b. Any student who transfers from another state having already studied that state’s history will not be required to complete
Washington State History in addition to seniors who enter from outside the state of Washington. A student may complete
Washington State History in 7th or 8th grade to meet the requirement but will not receive the .5 high school credit. All students
will complete a total of 3.0 credits of social studies except those students who are not exempted as stated above. Alternative
learning experiences to meet the 0.5 credit requirement of Washington State History are provided for students who need to
meet this requirement.

c. Earth/Physical Science I-II and Biology I-II are required in grades 9 and 10 except for students who took high school-credited
Earth/Physical Science I-II and/or Biology I-II in middle school. The third credit in science may be completed from any
science course or other courses that are equivalency credited to science.

d. 0.5 credit of physical education must be taken as a required health course during grades 9-12, except for students who enter
from outside the district second semester of grade 11, or who enter in grade 12 having completed the two-credit P.E.
requirement.

Culminating Project and High School + Educational Plan
Students shall be expected to complete a culminating project as part of high school graduation requirements. The
culminating project will provide evidence of a student’s education and preparation for the future.

Certificate of Academic Achievement (CAA)
Students shall be expected to earn a CAA or its equivalent. Currently, the CAA is earned by meeting academic
standard on the High School WASL in reading, writing, mathematics, and science or an OSPI-approved alternative
option. (Note: In Spring 2009, CAA requirements are under review by the state legislature.)

Science and Math WASLs or Alternative Options
Students in the Class of 2013 will be the first class required to pass the science and math high school WASLs, a
state-approved alternative, or an assessment for students in special education. The Class of 2013 will have an
additional option to choose math end-of-course exams. Beginning in 2014, the existing high school math WASL
will be replaced by math end-of-course exams, which will be required for graduation. For more information on
graduation issues, please visit: http://www.k12.wa.us/GraduationRequirements/default.aspx.
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Waiver of Course and Program Requirements

A waiver from the P.E. Requirement is possible. The P.E. waiver may be granted for a physical
disability, religious belief, participation in one complete season of an interscholastic athletic program,
cheer, dance in two or more sessions, participation in JROTC, or for academic reasons. No student will
be granted a P.E. waiver to fulfill additional academic requirements if he/she has taken a study hall, a
non-credit work release, a student teacher assistant and/or a student office assistant in grades 9-12.
Students and/or parents must complete a form and submit it to the building principal to obtain a PE
waiver. The health graduation requirement cannot be waived under the PE waiver option.

A student or parent(s) may submit to the principal a request to waive non-statutory or local course
requirements. The principal may waive requirements when it is in the best interest of the student. When
a course requirement is waived, it will be recorded on the student’s permanent record.

Credit for Courses Taken Outside the High School Setting
Under certain conditions, credit towards high school graduation may be granted by the high school
principal for courses from other approved schools or institutions. Prior approval must be obtained from
the principal or the principal’s designee.

Physical Education
All students must complete 0.5 credit of a required health course. The health course must be taken in
grades 9-12.

Equivalency Credit
Several courses are referenced in this book for credit in more than one department. The student may
apply only 1.0 equivalency credit to the total credits specified for any language arts, occupational
education, physical education, mathematics, and science.

Electives
All courses listed in this book are available as elective credit, aside from those used by the student to
fulfill a specific requirement as described above. No course may serve as both elective and
requirement credit for any individual.

Special Education
For special education students, it is the Individual Education Program (IEP) team that determines their
graduation plan and needed accommodations, including the use of modified grading.

Fast Start - 7th and 8th Grade Choice

The intent of the Fast Start legislation, passed in April 1990, was to provide an opportunity for talented
or advanced students who take high school courses in seventh or eighth grade to receive high school
credit. 7th and 8th grade students who take a high-school credited course will earn high school
credit. The grade will not be computed into the high school grade point average unless requested
by the student’s parent/guardian by the last day of the school year in which the course was taken;
however, the grade will always appear on the student’s transcript.

Subject Area Requirements

The following summary describes the courses offered in high school that relate to the subject
area graduation requirements.
Fine Arts
All courses listed in this catalog under Art and Music count toward fulfilling the fine arts graduation
requirement. Equivalency credited courses in various departments also apply towards fulfilling this
requirement.

Language Arts
Each year students must take one of the yearlong required English course offerings found in the
Language Arts section, identified by grade level. Additional courses that are listed as electives do not
meet this requirement.

Mathematics
Algebra I-II and Geometry I-II are required in grades 9 and 10 except for students who took high
school-credited algebra and/or geometry in middle school. For students who do not pass the
mathematics portion of the High School WASL, Intermediate Math Applications is required. The third
credit in mathematics may be completed from any mathematics course or other courses that are
equivalency credited to mathematics upon successful completion of the math portion of the High School
WASL. Students who fail to pass the math portion of the High School WASL must be enrolled in a math
course and continue to take the math portion of the WASL. Please contact your high school counselor
for more information.

Social Studies
Students must take two semesters of World Studies 9, one semester of Contemporary World
Issues/Problems I, two semesters of U.S. History and Government I-II, and one semester of
Contemporary World Issues/Problems II. Students selecting Advanced Placement U.S. History I-II or
Advanced Placement Government/Politics I-II may enroll in this course as juniors. All courses listed
under the social studies section qualify as social studies electives. If the Washington State History
requirement was not met in grades 7 or 8, one semester is required in grades 9-12 except for any student
who transfers from another state having already studied that state’s history. Washington State History
may also be waived for 11th and 12th grade students who transfer from another state and transfer with
two or more credits in social studies and without such waiver they would not be able to graduate with
their class. Washington State History is available as an online/correspondence course.

Laboratory Science
The science requirement is fulfilled by taking Earth Physical Science (1.0) and Biology (1.0). These are
required for high school graduation. The third credit of science may be selected from any approved
science course or from approved equivalency credited courses.

Occupational Education
All courses listed under the departments of Business Education, Family & Consumer Science Education,
and Career & Technical Education count towards fulfilling the one credit requirement in Occupational
Education. In addition to those departmental offerings, Peer Tutoring and Leadership Education
(JROTC) V-VI may also be counted toward fulfilling this requirement.
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Certificates

CERTIFICATE OF ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE recognizes students completing a rigorous course of
academic study. Students meeting the criteria will receive this certificate bearing a seal of recognition
upon graduation.

2. A minimum twenty-three (23) credits
3. Cumulative grade point average of 3.2 at the end of 7th semester

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COURSE INFORMATION LISTING

All courses offered by the Kent School District are listed in this section. However, not all courses
listed here are necessarily offered in each high school each semester.

Listing of a course under a particular subject heading indicates the course qualifies for meeting
subject-area requirements for graduation (state statutes specifically require some courses). In some
cases, courses are listed under more than one subject area. These courses can be used to meet the
graduation requirement in either subject area, but not in both.

Prerequisites are designed to ensure appropriate entering skills in courses that require sequential
skill development.

Some courses require teacher RECOMMENDATION or teacher PERMISSION. Teacher
RECOMMENDATION means admission to a course depends on the student having the appropriate
recommendation from a former teacher capable of evaluating the student’s eligibility for the course.
Teacher PERMISSION means the student must obtain permission from the instructor who is
currently teaching the course in order to be admitted to the course.

The coding conventions used in this catalog are as follows:

1. Titles of courses may be abbreviated on progress reports. The abbreviations result from
the limitations of the data processing system.

2. Full-year courses are followed by two Roman numerals.

3. The letters “ELL” are used to indicate special programs for English Language Learners.

4. When a class operates for more than one hour a day, the actual length of the class is indicated
after the semester designation.

Students will find this class useful for their senior portfolios and culminating projects.

SCHOOL ANNUAL I-II

Prerequisite: Permission of instructor. Students may enroll at the semester.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit with instructor’s permission.

This course offers participation in gathering, preparing, and publishing the records of the personalities and the
history of one school year. Skills in editing, journalism, photography and printing layout, and business
management will be developed. Employability and leadership are emphasized in this course.

STUDIO PHOTOGRAPHY I

Equiv. Credit: ART056

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This course is an exploration of black and white photography, cameras, and materials. Students will be
introduced to the operation of a manual 35 mm camera, and produce a quality black and white photographic
print portfolio. Basic digital photography will also be explored.

Prerequisite: Studio Photography I or teacher permission
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

Students will continue to explore personal vision through advanced exposure, printing, and special
effects/presentation techniques. Portrait and product studio lighting and advanced digital photography
concepts will be introduced.

AP COMPUTER SCIENCE A
TTI128
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
Equiv. Credit: MAT128

Prerequisite: Completion of Computer Programming: Introduction and Intermediate Algebra III-IV
recommended.

Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit with instructor’s permission. If repeated, this
course may fill only one semester (0.5 credit) of the occupational education requirement for
graduation.

Advanced Placement Computer Science A is a college-level, object-oriented programming class with
an emphasis on problem solving and algorithm development. The programming language (JAVA) is
the vehicle for implementing computer-based solutions to particular problems and projects. The
course also includes the study of data structures and abstraction. Some programming experience is
highly recommended. However, students with solid math and problem solving skills can be
successful in the class. Students taking the class will prepare for and have the opportunity to take the
AP Computer Science test in the spring for advanced placement in college computer science
programs.

ACCOUNTING I-II
BUS101/BUS102
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit
Equiv. Credit: MAT501/MAT502

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

Today’s accounting students are tomorrow’s leaders – in business, education, government, and more. Learn to
speak the language of business.

We’ll even have an opportunity to visit the King County Courthouse in Seattle to watch real courtroom
action. Students may have the opportunity to earn college credit for this class.

Equiv. Credit: MAT105/MAT106

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

Are you interested in business-related careers and consumer applications? If so, you will find this course
useful. Topics will include the mathematics of business operations, banking, purchasing, sales, taxes,
insurance, stocks, and economics. Situations involving discounts, commissions, interest, taxes and
depreciation will be studied.

COOPERATIVE EDUCATION
TTC001/TTC002/TTC003
1 Sem.

Prerequisite: Students must have successfully completed or be currently enrolled in a Career &
Technical Education (CTE) class and have achieved job entry-level skills as attested by
the CTE instructor’s signature. Career & Technical Education courses are offered in
the areas of Business and Marketing Education, Family and Consumer Sciences, and
Trade and Technical courses. Student employment must conform to the Fair Labor
Practice laws. The program coordinator will determine if a student is qualified to
participate in the Cooperative Education program.

Credits: A student must complete 180 hours of successful work experience for each 0.5 credit
of Cooperative Education. School credit can be earned for work experience outside of
the school day. Students requesting release time from the normal school day to
participate in the Cooperative Education program must obtain approval from the
school’s principal. A maximum of 4 credits from Cooperative Education may be
applied toward the credits needed for graduation.

Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit. Multiple sections of Cooperative
Education can be taken concurrently if the program coordinator has determined that the
work hour requirement for each section can be fulfilled.

Cooperative Education connects the knowledge and skills obtained in the classroom to those needed outside
of the classroom. Cooperative Education is a training program that allows students to receive school credit for
paid work experience that relates to a Career & Technical Education class that they are currently taking or
have successfully completed. A written training agreement and learning plan is required. The Cooperative
Education program coordinator, course instructor, and employer will define the sequence of instruction. A
student may receive an “NC” mark if the work hour requirement for a grading period is not met (through no
fault of their own) with the instructor’s approval.

Prerequisite: Introduction to Computer Applications or Computer Applications I or instructor permission

Equiv. Credit: MAT125

This course will fulfill one semester (0.5 credit) of the occupational education requirement.

Prerequisite: Completion of Algebra I-II is required. Computer Applications I recommended.
Fee: None
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This course provides the student with an introduction to the Java programming language. Students
will learn to write animated, interactive, user-friendly programs using an integrated development
environment.

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

In this project-based class you’ll find the answer to these and many
other questions about the world of marketing. This course focuses on instruction in sales, visual
merchandising, advertising, marketing technology, communications and personal development skills
necessary for workplace and career success. Students will have the opportunity to showcase their skills
through DECA--an international association for marketing students.

BUS055/BUS056
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Two years of American Sign Language satisfies the World Language entrance
requirement for many Washington State colleges and universities. By the end of the year, students
will have a conversational knowledge of American Sign Language.

2 Semesters
1.0 Credit
NCAA Approved
Equiv. Credit: World Languages FLH003/FLH004

Prerequisite: American Sign Language I-II
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

American Sign Language III-IV is the continuation of I-II with greater emphasis on grammar and a
concentrated effort to develop the students' expressive and receptive skills. Students will study
appropriate language, grammar, cultural behaviors, and social relations. Two years of American Sign
Language satisfies the World Language entrance requirement for many Washington State colleges
and universities.

Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

For those students without plans for advanced
schooling, it offers a program of study to increase skills, improve techniques, and explore new media. The
main focus of the portfolio will be in drawing.

AP STUDIO ART: 2-D DESIGN
ART047/ART048
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Drawing, Painting and Design II; Ceramics, Sculpture & Design II; or Photography II,
teacher permission and junior or senior standing.

Fee: A fee may be charged for materials used.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

This course offers the highly motivated art student the opportunity to develop a portfolio to submit for
possible college credit and/or advanced college placement.

Fee: A fee may be charged for materials used.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

This course offers the highly motivated art student the opportunity to develop a portfolio to submit for
possible college credit and/or advanced college placement. For those students without plans for advanced
schooling, it offers a program of study to increase skills, improve techniques, and explore new media. The
main focus of the portfolio will be in 3 dimensional design.
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IB ART STUDIO I-II (SL)
ART898/ART899
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This course is designed specifically for the studio-oriented art student, including opportunities for structured
learning and studio work of a more experimental nature. Also, emphasis will be on comprehension of the
elements and principles of art and how this understanding allows for a means of individual expression and
creativity. Students will be required to keep a Research Workbook (RWB) that is both internally and
externally assessed. Students will prepare an exhibition of their own work for the one or two year course, and
discuss their work with an assigned IB Examiner from outside of the Kent School District. (This course
should be attempted in one year, only if the student has previously taken art courses, is advanced in
technique, and highly motivated to do the work.)

Applications of creative design, photography, layout and paste-up procedures are explored as they relate to
advertising and commercial design. Students will be introduced to the computer as it relates to graphic layout
and to computer generated art. Techniques related to industrial design, fashion design, illustration,
typography, graphic design, production art and interior design are explored. Each student will develop a final
portfolio. Students will observe working conditions and personnel in the field. This course would be very
useful for students developing a culminating project.

ADVERTISING DESIGN III-IV – 2 HR/DAY
AR2509/AR2510
2 Sem.
2 hrs day
2.0 Credits
Equiv. Credit: TT2509/TT2510

Prerequisite: Advertising Design I-II.
Fee: A fee may be charged for materials used.
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This course provides further experience in computer production procedures including special assignments
related to job training. Students will work on advanced problems in illustration, package design, interior
design, fashion design, and graphic design. They will design brochure layouts and refine portfolio
assignments from Advertising Design I-II. There is an increased emphasis on computer technology as it
relates to commercial art. This course would be very useful for students developing a culminating project.
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APPLICATIONS IN THE ARTS I-II
ART411/ART414
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: 9th grade standing
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

9th grade students in Kent-Meridian’s School of Innovation will participate in “Applications in the Arts I and
II” in addition to their core language arts and social studies classes. These portions of the program are
comprised of a selection of electives from the art, family and consumer sciences, language arts, and music
departments.

APPLICATIONS IN THE ARTS III-IV
ART412/ART415
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Sophomore standing and Applications in the Arts I-II
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

Applications in the Arts III-IV builds on the skills taught in Applications in the Arts I-II. 10th grade students
will receive instruction in art, home and multimedia. All courses are directly integrated with themes and such
products as quilts, hand-made books, board games, and a dramatic “touring company.”

ART SURVEY
ART004
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Fee: A fee may be charged for materials used.
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

An exploratory course taught as a survey of the building’s visual arts offerings. Units address elements of art
and principles of design as they relate to both two and three-dimensional work. Human experience and
historical significance of the visual arts are also addressed. Students will learn basic techniques and processes
in class and use a variety of media which may include: tempera paint, acrylic paint, watercolor, pastels, oil
pastels, charcoal, crayon, printmaking inks, colored pencils, pens, clay, plaster, others.

Students will attain competency and mastery in commercial art while continuing to improve skills in
computer illustration, commercial illustration and painting, reading, writing, listening, speaking, problem
solving, goal setting, conflict resolution and research. These skills will be addressed in all content areas
through group and individual settings, practical applications, simulations, and community resources. This
course would be very useful for students developing a culminating project.

ART021

Fee: A fee may be charged for materials used.
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

A course in the study of textiles, the use of textiles in the home as art objects, and the production of creative
textile objects, such as macramé, weaving, batik, tie-dye, and stitchery.
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CREATIVE TEXTILES II
ART023
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Prerequisite: Creative Textiles I
Fee: A fee may be charged for materials used.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit with instructor’s permission.

This course is a continuation of Creative Textiles I, with emphasis on techniques in loom-weaving and
advanced techniques in macramé, batik, ink dyes, and stitchery.

DIGITAL DESIGN I-II
ARA010/ARB010
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit
Equiv. Credit: TTA010/TTB010

Students will participate in a full-year course designed to build skills in multimedia, electronic image
design, and manipulation of images, graphics, and scripting. Students will also develop linear presentation
skills using text, sound, graphics and digital video in individual and group settings. Projects developed
through this course will be designed to improve skills in reading, technical writing, listening, speaking,
problem solving, and goal setting. Students may enter or exit at the semester. Students will find this class
useful for their senior portfolio and culminating project.

Advanced concepts, material
and equipment are explored.

Portrait and product studio lighting and advanced digital photography
concepts will be introduced. Special emphasis is placed upon photography as an art form, and critique of
personal work.

Prerequisite: Studio Photography II or teacher permission
Fee: A fee may be charged for materials used. Students are required to furnish their own

35mm camera.

This course allows the photographer to refine technical and aesthetic skills and seek a personal style
of photography. Students are encouraged to explore alternative techniques while building a diverse
portfolio representing a wide array of the traditional photographic genres. Color photography (digital
and traditional) and studio lighting skills will be refined. Students will continue to integrate spoken
and written critique of professional work and connect to personal work, and refine critique process.

Studio Photography IV focuses on the skills needed for a career in the photographic field as well as
continuing to build ones personal portfolio.

PAT329/PAT330
2 Sem.

Music Course Descriptions

AP MUSIC THEORY
MUS802/MUS803
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Teacher permission and participation in department ensemble
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit

AP Music Theory is designed for advanced music students. It will provide students with the opportunity to
complete the equivalent of a first-year college course in music. Skills and concepts will include musical notation,
intervals, scales and keys, chords, metric organization, rhythmic patterns, harmony, composition, musical
dictation, sight singing and ear training. The curriculum is structured to prepare students to perform at a high level
on the AP Music Theory Examination.
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CHAMBER MUSIC I-II
MUS700/MUS701
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Previous orchestral experience, current enrollment in a performing group.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

This course offers an extension of the orchestral experience for students to further their playing ability,
group rehearsal skills, and knowledge of music literature through participation in chamber music groups
of two to eight students.

MULTICULTURAL MUSIC STUDIES
MUS502
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Prerequisite: None
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This is a one-semester course that seeks to expand the understanding of American and world music culture
as a rich and varied tapestry that can be understood and enjoyed by everyone. The range of music studied
deliberately emphasizes the cultures that are prominent in the American population. The aim is to teach the
students respect for differences of all kinds.

MUSIC AND TECHNOLOGY I-II
MUS016/MUS017
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit

Students interact with music through the use of computers and technology. Students create, mix, analyze, and
perform music with computer programs. Students will focus on key concepts: music as a digital medium,
technology as a musical instrument, and the creation process of music in electronic form—from inception to
performance.

MUSIC ELEMENTS I-II
MUS500/MUS501
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Current ensemble enrollment or teacher permission.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

Music Elements is a one-semester course (repeatable for credit), which offers instruction in music theory,
composition, improvisation, and the use of music technology. Individual instruction in instruments (guitar,
piano, etc.) is an integral application of the elements of music. A student may take this course as an initial
access to music.

MUSIC IN EDUCATION
MUS015
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

A course with a contemporary focus on the musical and curricular traditions of music, taught on music
keyboards. Students will become daily participants in music making through use of technology. The course is
structured, systematic, comprehensive and conceptual instruction teaching music and its components. Use of
different software for composing, sequencing, music theory and arranging will be used. This class is designed
as an extension of the “Music Survey” class at the middle school level, but can also be designed for first year
through advanced skill levels of students.
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Band Courses

BAND-SYMPHONIC I-II
MUS101/MUS102
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Previous experience and recommendation of the current high school band director.
Students must provide an instrument or make prior arrangements with the band
director for use of a school instrument.

Fee: A special clothing fee or special clothing may be required for this class.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

Symphonic Band will provide instruction in instrumental skills through the performance of increasingly
challenging band literature. It is designed for the advancing player who understands the basic concepts of the
instrument and can demonstrate a moderately high level of proficiency in performance skills. The Symphonic
Band will make numerous public appearances for concerts, athletic functions and other events. Band students
are required to take part in these performances unless prior arrangements are made with the band director. It
will be at the discretion of the band director whether or not the student will participate in every performance.

CONCERT BAND I-II
MUS103/MUS104
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Previous experience and recommendation of the previous band director or current
high school band director. Students must provide an instrument or make prior
arrangements with the band director for use of a school instrument.

Fee: A special clothing fee may be required for this class.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

Concert Band is primarily, but not exclusively, for freshmen. This course provides instruction in band
performance with emphasis on development of basic skills such as articulation, tone, and rhythm concepts.
The course will provide the necessary training and experience for future enrollment in the Symphonic Band
and/or Wind Ensemble. The Concert Band will make numerous public appearances for concerts, athletic
functions and other events. Band students are required to take part in these performances unless prior
arrangements are made with the band director. It will be at the discretion of the band director whether or not
the student will participate in every performance.

STAGE BAND I-II
MUS107/MUS108
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Previous experience, current membership in an instrumental performance class other
than Stage Band and audition. The student must provide an instrument or make prior
arrangements with the band director for use of a school instrument. In the case of an
irresolvable schedule conflict involving a course required for graduation or other
structured programs, teacher permission may be granted to waive the co-requisite.

Fee: Special clothing may be required for this class.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

Stage Band is a course designed to train students in intermediate skills and concepts of jazz performance and
to offer experience for developing qualifications for future enrollment in jazz ensemble. The class will have
various required performances and extra rehearsals during the school year.
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JAZZ ENSEMBLE I-II
MUS105/MUS106
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Previous experience, current membership in an instrumental performance class other
than Jazz
Ensemble, and audition. The student must provide an instrument or make prior
arrangements with the band director for use of a school instrument. In the case of an
irresolvable schedule conflict involving a course required for graduation or other
structured programs, teacher permission may be granted to waive the required current
membership in an instrumental performance class other than Jazz Ensemble.

Fee: Special clothing may be required for this class.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

Jazz Ensemble is a class designed to teach students the various concepts of jazz phrasing, style, and
improvisation. Students will be exposed to as many varied styles of “big band jazz” as possible, such as
Count Basie, Stan Kenton, Buddy Rich, Woody Herman and Maynard Ferguson. The class will rehearse
daily and perform at various concerts, community affairs, and festivals during the year. Members will be
required to take part in these performances and in extra rehearsals.

WIND ENSEMBLE I-II
MUS110 /MUS111
2 Sem
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Previous experience and audition. Students must provide an instrument or make prior
arrangements with the band director for use of a school instrument.

Fee: A special clothing fee or special clothing may be required for this class.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

Wind Ensemble will provide instruction in instrumental skills through the performance of advanced band
literature. It is designed for the advanced player who understands the basic concepts of the instrument and
can demonstrate a high level of proficiency in performance skills. The Wind Ensemble will make numerous
public appearances for concerts, athletic functions and other events. Band students are required to take part
in these performances unless prior arrangements are made with the band director. It will be at the discretion
of the band director whether or not the student will participate in every performance.

Choral Courses

CHORUS I-II
MUS023/MUS024
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Previous choral experience or permission of instructor. Students may enroll at
semester.

Fee: Special clothing may be required for this class.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

Chorus is designed for students who wish to participate in group singing activities and have the ability to
maintain pitch. The basic concepts of singing and music reading are taught. This is an advanced class for
students with previous choral experience. No audition is required. Some public performances will be
required.
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CHORUS - SOPRANO/ALTO (GIRLS)
MUS027/MUS028
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Permission of instructor.
Fee: Some special clothing may be required for this class.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit.

A one-year course designed for 9th through 12th grade soprano/alto-voice students who show potential
and enthusiasm for singing. Students will be taught basic music skills and voice production. Some public
performances will be required outside of the school day.

Students will interact with literature to make personal and global connections and adjust understandings
as they construct new meaning. Students will think critically and creatively as they analyze various
works from contemporary literature through oral and written responses. Students will independently read
for pleasure and select books based on personal preference, topic, genre, theme or author. Students will
create original pieces of writing by identifying and analyzing themes and genres of various works of
literature. Students will hone their use of the writing process to produce coherent and interesting writing
including the opposition in persuasive/argumentative writing. Students will refine their independent
research skills for presentation. Students will hone their communication skills by effectively
demonstrating their understanding of the relationship between speaker and audience. Students will use
reflective practice to critique their work, use constructive feedback to improve their writing, evaluate
their progress, and set future goals.

AP ENGLISH LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION
ENG107/ENG108
2 Sem.
1.0Credit
NCAA Approved

Prerequisite: Core English 11 or Honors English 11 or College Literature
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

A two-semester course designed to give students a college freshman-level literature course
that may earn college credit. The course emphasizes literary ideas in a variety of forms:
poetry, fiction, and drama. Readings will be drawn from a variety of high-level historical and
cultural contexts.
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IB ENGLISH II (HL)
ENG116/ENG117
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit
NCAA Approved

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This is the second year of a two- year intensive pre-university level course is designed to
study language and literature through classic and contemporary world masterpieces. Students
need to be highly motivated. The expectations of the course demand extensive independent
reading and analytical writing, critical thinking, class discussion, and oral presentation.
Extensive writing in the mode of the literary essay as well as research assignments is
required. Students entering the course should have high-level skills in essay writing and
literary analysis. Course work approximates that of a college level literature course. This
course prepares students to take either the higher level or standard level IB Language A1
exams.

COLLEGE COMPOSITION
ENG154
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
NCAA Approved

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation, senior standing strongly recommended, juniors with
special permission

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This college composition course requires students to challenge typical assumptions, to think
independently and with originality as they learn to develop and support an “arguable claim.”
The course emphasizes the writing process and engages the student in multiple revisions.
Students are expected to practice and demonstrate logical critical thinking in their final
products. This course is eligible for five University of Washington credits in English, which
may be transferable to other colleges or universities. There is a fee for university credit. This
course will also prepare students for the Advanced Placement Language and Composition
Examination. The course enables students to earn a maximum of five college credits either
through the University of Washington or through the Advanced Placement Language and
Composition Examination.

COLLEGE LITERATURE
ENG155
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
NCAA Approved

Prerequisite: Senior standing recommended
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This college course challenges students to analyze the “argument” inherent in a literary work
and to learn to present their own interpretations of literature as ‘argument’ as well. The class
requires students to develop their own interpretations, rather than learn one or more
interpretations supplied by the teacher. Students will learn what makes an interpretation
valid and will practice developing and supporting independently developed interpretations of
the literature studied. This course is eligible for high school language arts or elective credit
toward graduation. It is also eligible for five University of Washington English credits which
may be transferable to other colleges or universities. There is a fee for university credit. This
course will also prepare students for the Advanced Placement Literature Examination. The
course enables students to earn a maximum of five college credits either through the
University of Washington or through the Advanced Placement Literature Examination.
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COLLEGE PREP VOCABULARY & WRITING
ENG320
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
NCAA Approved

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

A one-semester writing class designed to prepare students for rigorous college writing. Focus
will be on vocabulary development, test-taking strategies and various styles of composition
needed at the college level. Reading classical literature and essays and the study of language,
historical and contemporary, will enhance students’ vocabulary development. Students will be
required to demonstrate expansion of their vocabularies through writing activities.

Language Arts Elective Courses Descriptions

BUSINESS ENGLISH
ENG509
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
Equiv. Credit: BUS509

Prerequisite: Familiarity with keyboard or Introduction to Computer Applications or teacher
permission.

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This course prepares students to function in an organization. Students will study common business
correspondence, the importance of mail-ability and readability language arts, oral and written
communications and employment communications.

CONTEMPORARY MULTICULTURAL AMERICAN LITERATURE
ENG250
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Prerequisite: Junior/Senior Status, teacher signature.
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

Course encourages students to thoughtfully engage the growing body of multicultural literature through
reading, writing, and discussion, to formulate ideas about both universal and distinctive experiences of
cultural groups in the United States.

CREATIVE WRITING
ENG315
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
NCAA Approved

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

A course in which students develop writing skills in different forms by participating in activities which
stress practice, criticism, discussion, study of models, and the revision of their own work.
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DEBATE I-II
ENG501/ENG502
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit
Equiv. Credit: SOC50 1 /SOC502
NCAA Approved

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

Debate I-II is an honors program designed for superior students. Self-discipline and team cooperation is
required. It is an introduction to competition of ideas through the practical art of persuasive speech.
Emphasis is placed on analysis of facts, logical and psychological organization of persuasive speech, and
actual delivery of speeches under competitive conditions. Students will be encouraged to work on various
forensic types of speeches, i.e.: oratory, extemporaneous, impromptu, and interpretive reading. Students
should register for this course only if he/she is willing to do the extra work involved. Students will need to
acquire an awareness of world affairs and current issues.

DEBATE III-IV
ENG503/ENG504
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit
Equiv. Credit: SOC503/SOC504
NCAA Approved

Prerequisite: Debate I-II
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

Debate III-IV places its emphasis on the theory of argumentation, analysis, and style in the preparation of
persuasive speech. The students will analyze the current debate questions, prepare briefs, and perfect their
individual types in the presentation of all forms of forensic speech. Students will continue to acquire
knowledge of world affairs and current issues. Members participate in interscholastic forensic contests.

DEBATE V-VI
ENG505/ENG506 2 Sem.
1.0 Credit
Equiv. Credit: SOC505/SOC506
NCAA Approved

Prerequisite: Debate III-IV
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This course is designed to extend the theories and skills developed in Debate III-IV. Greater emphasis is
placed on the student developing his/her style of delivery with emphasis on the skills of analysis and
refutation. The students will be required to develop skill in an additional style of forensic speech, i.e.: in
one of the areas of expository, oratory, impromptu, extemporaneous, or oral interpretation. Students will
demonstrate extensive knowledge of world affairs and current issues. The students in this course will be
required to be prepared to participate in competition in the forensic league and college tournaments
sponsored by the Washington State Interscholastic Association.

DEVELOPMENTAL READING
ENG005
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Prerequisite: This course is for students who presently read at or near grade level.
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit

This course is for students who wish to increase reading skills and speed. It emphasizes advanced reading
and study skills.
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FICTION WRITING
ENG317
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
NCAA Approved

Prerequisite: Creative Writing or instructor’s permission.
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This is a workshop course in which students create stories in various forms. It is designed for students
with special interest or skill in writing.

GENERAL LITERATURE
ENG109
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
NCAA Approved

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This class is for students who like to read and discuss stories, poems, plays, and novels on an informal
basis. Emphasis is on the enjoyment of reading for ideas in, primarily, modern literature.

HUMANITIES
ENG119
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
NCAA Approved

Prerequisite: English Core 10 and teacher permission.
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This course is designed to expose students to art, history, and literature. Students will keep a journal,
prepare research papers, and read literary classics.

INTRODUCTION TO SPEECH
ENS898
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Prerequisite: 9th grade standing
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This course is designed to introduce the students to the basics of oral communication. Instruction will
include basic listening skills, preparation and presentation of a good speech, and oral interpretation. This
course may apply to 0.5 elective credits.

INTERMEDIATE SPEECH
ENG401
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

The primary goal of this course is to develop poise and self-confidence in students when in
public speaking situations. This course is available to students of all ability levels. It will
challenge each individual. Emphasis is on organizing and delivering speeches.
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BEGINNING JOURNALISTIC WRITING
ENG311
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

A course designed to teach students how to write news stories, feature stories, sports stories, and editorials.
Extensive writing is required. Instruction will also include work on advertising, layout, and printing.

ADVANCED JOURNALISTIC WRITING
ENG313
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Prerequisite: Complete Beginning Journalistic Writing and teacher permission.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit only by Members of the Editorial Board

and only with instructor’s permission.

This course implements the skills learned in Beginning Journalistic Writing, to publish the school paper.
Extensive writing and revising is required.

JOURNALISM III
ENG174
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Prerequisite: Beginning and Advanced Journalistic Writing, application, and teacher permission.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for additional credit with instructor’s permission.

This course is designed for editors of the school newspaper. Students produce the newspaper and assume a
leadership position, research an element of journalism and its future, and compile an elaborate “clips”
portfolio of work.

POETRY WORKSHOP
ENG319
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit

Prerequisite: Creative Writing
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

This is a workshop course whose primary focus is the creation of poems. It is designed for students
with special interest in writing poetry.

READING & WRITING ESSENTIALS 9-10
ENG156/ENG157
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Student has not met standard in reading and/or writing.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for elective credit until student reaches grade level

expectations in reading and writing.

Students will focus on specific reading and writing skills in order to meet grade level standards. Students will
build fluency, vocabulary, critical thinking and/or comprehension to reach grade level reading standards.
Students will focus on using the writing process, developing the “Six + 1 Traits of Writing,” and writing in a
variety of genres for varied audiences, in order to reach grade level writing standards. Reading & Writing
Essentials is a companion class to Core 9 and or Core 10. This class is available to all students
including ELL/SE students who would benefit from it.
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READING & WRITING TO STANDARD 11-12
ENG158/ENG159
2 Sem.
1.0 Credit

Prerequisite: Students have not yet met standard in reading and/or writing.
Repeat: This course is repeatable for elective credit.

Students will be provided with more intensive, explicit instruction designed to meet individual needs.
This class is designed for students who have not yet met state standards in reading and/or writing.
Reading & Writing to Standards is a companion class to Core 11 and or Core 12. This class is
available to all students including ELL/SE students who would benefit from it.

SPECIAL TOPICS IN LANGUAGE ARTS
ENG323
1 Sem.
0.5 Credit
Repeat: This course is not repeatable for additional credit.

A special topics class is designed to deal with significant and timely issues of concern to the study of
language arts. Specific course descriptions will be published with registration materials prior to the
semester in which the course is offered.
